‘No Mow May’ 
results are to be seen and enjoyed: 7 pyramid orchids, within the enlarged roped area at the east  
end: scented orchid (quite rare) in the rough patch by the road, along with kidney vetch, lovely patch of 
golden rock rose besides lots of blue geraniums by the church wall. You may discover much more 
growing in this poor soil.
